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ELECTIONS-FEES OF ELECTION OFFICERS.
AN ACT relating to fees paid to Inspectors, judges and clerks

of elections, and amending section 13, chapter 163, Laws of
1919 (section 5166, Remington's Revised Statutes, also
Pierce's Perpetual Code 523-43).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 13, chapter 163, Laws of
1919 (section 5166, Remington's Revised Statutes,
also Pierce's Perpetual Code 523-43), be amended
to read as follows:

Section 13. The fees of officers of election shall
be as follows:

Fees of To the inspectors, judges and clerks of an election
offiers, not less than fifty cents, nor more than one dollar per

hour for full time employed by each of them. The
person carrying the returns to the County Auditor
shall be entitled to ten cents per mile for each mile
traveled.
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
