Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. In order that there be the least pos-
sible delay in payment of obligations of the state
government, the provisions of section 43.09.080,
R.C.W., prohibiting the state auditor from drawing
a state warrant unless its states the act under which
it is drawn is hereby suspended for a period of thirty

days from the effective date of this act.
