HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT—CONTRACTS WITH
PUBLIC UTILITIES.
AN Acr relating to certain contracts of the state highway
department with public utilities.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Contracts SectioN 1. It shall be lawful for the state de-
orservices  partment of highways acting through the Washing-
ton state highway commission to contract without
advertising or bid with any public utility, whether
publicly or privately operated, for the performance
of any work or the furnishing of any service of a
type ordinarily performed or furnished by such
utility whenever, in the opinion of said commission,

the interest of the public will be best served.
