DEFICIENCY APPROPRIATION—DEPARTMENT OF
SOCIAL SECURITY—FUNERALS.

AN Acr making a deficiency appropriation to the department of
social security for funerals, as provided by law, and declar-
ing an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:
SecTioN 1. By reason of a deficiency existing in
the appropriation made by the thirty-second regular

“session of the legislature, the sum of thirty-five thou-

sand dollars, or so much thereof as shall be found
necessary, is hereby appropriated out of moneys in
the general fund of the state treasury for the fiscal
biennium beginning April 1, 1951, and ending March
31, 1953, for the purposes herein designated:

For the department of social security:

Funerals, thirty-five thousand dollars.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate -
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
support of the state government and its existing pub-
lic institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
