Section 1. Section 48, chapter 175, Laws of 1895 as last amended by section 2,
chapter 108, Laws of 1919 and RCW 45.24.010 are each amended to read as
follows:

STATE TREASURER-RECEIPT PROCEDURES

All persons required by law to pay any moneys into the state treasury, or to
transmit any public funds to the state treasurer on state accounts, shall, at the time
of making such payments or transmissions((, no.tify the, budget diic.., the..,ef,
speeifyiivg)) speif the amount and date of such payment, and for what particular
fund or account.

For all sums of money so paid the state treasurer shall forthwith give duplicate
receipts ((ttndei his sea! of offic,., one of ,.hieh he shall deposit wi;th the bu.dget di

ainoJunt. The. other. jeep the. teatie shall tia,1snmt to the payer)) in accordance
with the rules and regulations promulgated by the office of program planning and
fiscal management as authorized by RCW 43.88.160(l).
