ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY

AN ACT Rclating to the Washington economic development finance authority; and
amending RCW 43.163.005, 43.163.020, 43.163.050, 43.163.070, 43.163.080, and 43.163.100.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Sec. 1. Scction 1, chapter 279, Laws of 1989 and RCW 43.163.005 are
cach amended to rcad as follows:

Economic development is essential to the health, safety, and welfare of
all Washington citizens by broadening and strengthening state and local tax
bascs, providing meaningful employment opportunitics and thereby enhanc-
ing the quality of life. Economic development increasingly is dependent
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
