How to Make a Video Response to a You Tube Video

You must have a YouTube Account and be logged in to make video responses.
You can either record a video response live (if your computer has a camera and microphone) or you can record a video off-line, upload it to YouTube, and select it as a video response.
1. Log On to your You Tube Account
2. Select and watch the video of interest
3. Select “Create a video response” in the comments section below the video, either while it is playing or after it is done, and then do one of the following:
TO RECORD A LIVE VIDEO FROM A COMPUTER WITH A WEB CAM
As indicated above, click on upload a video, click on start and then click on record from webcam.  When you are finished recording you can preview your video, re-record it, or publish it.
TO UPLOAD A PREVIOUSLY RECORDED VIDEO FROM YOUR COMPUTER
As indicated above, click on “upload a video”, click on “start” and then click on “Select files from your computer”.  Select the video file for your response, and then click on “open”.  You will see the progress bar indicate “uploading”, then “processing”, and finally, “upload complete”.
