GROUP INSURANCE FOR CITY EMPLOYEES.
AN Act authorizing cities of the second, third and fourth

classes to provide group insurance for employees.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTIoN 1. Any city of the second, third or fourth
class may contract with an insurance company au-
thorized to do business in this state to provide group
insurance for its employees, and pursuant thereto
may use a portion of its revenues to pay an em-
ployer’s portion of the premium for such insur-
ance, and may make deductions from the payrolls
of employees for the amount of the employees’ con-
tribution and may apply the -amount deducted in
payment of the employees’ portion of the premium.
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
