AUTHORIZED EMERGENCY VEHICLE DEFINED.

AN Acr relating to the definition of an authorized emergency
vehicle, and amending section 46.04.040, RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioNn 1. Section 46.04.040, RCW, as derived
from section 1, chapter 188, Laws of 1937, and sec-
tion 1, chapter 189, Laws of 1937, as last amended by
section 1, chapter 153, Laws of 1943, is amended to
read as follows:

“Authorized emergency vehicle” means any
vehicle of any fire department, police department,
sheriff’s office, coroner, prosecuting attorney, Wash-
ington state patrol, ambulance service, public or
private, which need not be classified, registered or
authorized by the state commission on equipment, or
any other vehicle authorized in writing by the state
commission on equipment.
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
