or furnishing material to any subcontractor shall
have the same right under the provisions of such
bond as if such work, services or material was fur-
nished to the original contractor: Provided, however,
That the provisions of RCW 39.08.010 through
39.08.030 shall not apply to any money loaned or
advanced to any such contractor, subcontractor or
other person in the performance of any such work:
Provided further, That on contracts of two thou-
sand dollars or less, the respective public entity
may, in lieu of the bond, retain one hundred percent
of the contract amount for a period of thirty days
after date of final acceptance, or until receipt of all
necessary releases from the tax commission and the
department of labor and industries.

That this requirement shall not apply to contractors
on highway projects who have been prequalified as
required by RCW 47.28.070, with the highway de-
partment to perform highway construction, recon-
struction or maintenance.
