TAXES——BUSINESS AND OCCUPATION——DEDUCTIONS AND
EXEMPTIONS——HEALTH OR SOCIAL WELFARE SERVICES——POLITICAL
SUBDIVISIONS——SLAUGHTERERS——CERTAIN OUT-OF-STATE PERSONS

AN ACT Reclating to business and occupation taxes; amending section 16, chapter 10, Laws of
1982 as amended by section 1, chapter 13, Laws of 1982 2nd cx. sess. and RCW 82.04-
.260; amending section 6, chapter 196, Laws of 1979 ex. scss. as amended by scction 80,
chapter 37, Laws of 1980 and RCW 82.04.431; and adding new scctions to chapter 82.04
RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Scc. 1. Scction 6, chapter 196, Laws of 1979 ex. sess. as amended by
section 80, chapter 37, Laws of 1980 and RCW 82.04.431 arc cach amend-
cd to read as lollows:

(1) For the purposes of RCW 82.04.4297, the term "health or social
welfare organization" means an organization, including any community ac-
tion council, which renders health or social welfare services as defined in
subscction (2) of this section, which is a not-for-profit corporation under
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chapter 24,03 RCW and which is managed by a governing board of not less
than cight individuals none of whom is a paid employee of the organization
or which is a corporation sole under chapter 24.12 RCW. In addition a
corporation in order to be exempt under RCW 82.04.4297 shall satisfy the
following conditions:

(a) No part of its income may be paid directly or indirectly to its mem-
bers, stockholders, officers, directors, or trustees except in the form of ser-
vices rendered by the corporation in accordance with its purposes and
bylaws;

(b) Salary or compensation paid to its officers and executives must be
only for actual services rendered, and at levels comparable to the salary or
compensation of like positions within the public service of the state;

(c) Assets of the corporation must be irrevocably dedicated to the activ-
ities for which the exemption is granted and, on the liquidation, dissolution,
or abandonment by the corporation, may not inure directly or indirectly to
the benefit of any member or individual except a nonprofit organization, as-
sociation, or corporation which also would be entitled to the exemption;

(d) The corporation must be duly licensed or certified where licensing or
certification is required by law or regulation;

(¢) The amounts received qualifying for exemption must be used for the
activities for which the exemption is granted;

(l) Services must be available regardless of race, color, national origin,
or ancestry; and

(g) The director of revenue shall have access to its books in order to de-
termine whether the corporation is exempt from taxes within the intent of
RCW 82.04.4297 and this section.

(2) The term "health or social welfare services” includes and is limited
to:

(a) Mental health, drug, or alcoholism counseling or treatment;

(b) Family counseling;

(c¢) Health care services;

(d) Therapeutic, diagnostic, rehabilitative, or restorative services for the
carc of the sick, aged, or physically, developmentally, or emotionally-dis-
abled individuals;

(e) Activities which are for the purpose of preventing or ameliorating
juvenile delinquency or child abuse, including recreational activities for
those purposes;

() Care of orphans or foster children;

(g) Day care of children;

(h) Employment development, training, and placement; ((and))

(i) Legal scrvices to the indigent;

(j) Weatherization assistance or minor home repair for low-income
homeowners or renters;
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(k) Assistance to low—income homeowners and renters to offset the cost
of home heating energy, through direct benefits to eligible households or to
fucl vendors on behalf of eligible houscholds; and

(1) Community services to low-income individuals, families, and groups,
which arc designed to have a measurable and potentially major impact on
causes of poverty in communities of the state.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. There is added to chapter 82.04 RCW a new
secti - > read as follows:

The provisions of this chapter shall not apply to grants received from the
state or the United States government by municipal corporations or political
subdivisions of the state of Washington.

NEW SECTION. Scc. 3. There is added to chapter 82.04 RCW a new
section to read as follows:

This chapter shall not apply to any county, city, town, school district, or
fire district activity, regardless of how financed, other than a utility or en-
terprise activity as defined by the state auditor pursuant to RCW 35.33.111
and 36.40.220 and upon which the tax imposed pursuant 1o this chapter had
previously applicd. Nothing contained in this section shall limit the authori-
ty of the legislature to authorize the imposition of such tax prospectively
upon such activities as the legislature shall specifically designate,

Scc. 4. Scction 16, chapter 10, Laws of 1982 as amended by section 1,
chapter 13, Laws of 1982 2nd ex. sess. and RCW 82.04.260 are cach
amended to read as follows:

(1) Upon every person engaging within this state in the business of buy-
ing wheat, oats, dry peas, dry beans, lentils, triticale, corn, rye and barley,
but not including any manufactured or processed products thercof, and scll-
ing the same at wholesale; the tax imposed shall be cqual to the gross pro-
ceeds derived from such sales multiplied by the rate of one onc-hundredth
of one percent.

(2) Upon every person engaging within this state in the business of
manufacturing wheat into flour, soybeans into soybean oil, or sunflower
seeds into sunflower oil; as to such persons the amount of tax with respect to
such business shall be equal to the value of the flour or oil manufactured,
multiplied by the rate of one-cighth of one percent.

(3) Upon every person engaging within this state in the business of
splitting or processing dried peas; as to such persons the amount of tax with
respect to such business shall be equal to the value of the peas split or pro-
cessed, multiplied by the rate of one—quarter of onc percent,

(4) Upon every person engaging within this state in the business of
manufacturing seafood products which remain in a raw, raw frozen, or raw
salted state at the completion of the manufacturing by that person; as to
such persons the amount of tax with respect to such business shail be equal
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1o the value of the products manufactured, multiplied by the rate of one-
cighth of onc percent.

(5) Upon cvery person cngaging within this state in the business of
manufacturing by canning, preserving, freczing or dehydrating fresh fruits
and vegetables; as to such persons the amount of tax with respect to such
business shall be equal to the value of the products canned, preserved, fro-
zen or dehydrated multiplied by the rate of three-tenths of one percent.

(6) Upon cvery nonprofit corporation and nonprofit association engaging
within this state in rcsearch and development, as to such corporations and
associations, the amount of tax with respect to such activities shall be equal
to the gross income derived from such activitics multiplied by the rate of
forty~four onc-hundredths of one percent.

(7) Upon cvery person engaging within this state in the business of
slaughtering, breaking and/or processing perishable meat products and/or
sclling the same at wholesale only and not at retail; as to such persons the
tax imposed shall be cqual to the gross proceeds derived from such sales
multiplied by the rate of thirty-three one-hundredths of one percent.

(8) Upon every person cngaging within this state in the business of
making sales, at retail or wholesale, of nuclear fuel assemblics manufac-
tured by that person, as to such persons the amount of tax with respect to
such business shall be cqual to the gross procceds of sales of the assemblics
multiplied by the rate of twenty—five onc-hundredths of onc percent.

(9) Upon cvery person engaging within this state in the business of
manufacturing nuclear fucl assemblies, as to such persons the amount of tax
with respect to such business shall be cqual to the value of the products
manufactured multiplied by the rate of twenty-five one-hundredths of onc
percent,

(10) Upon cvery person engaging within this state in the business of
acting as a travel agent; as to such persons the amount of the tax with re-
spect to such activitics shall be equal to the gross income derived from such
activities multiplicd by the ratec of twenty-five onc-hundredths of one
percent.,

(11) Upon cvery person engaging within this state in business as an in-
ternational steamship agent, international customs house broker, interna-
tional freight forwarder, vessel and/or cargo charter broker in forcign
commerce, and/or international air cargo agent; as to such persons the
amount of the tax with respect to only international activities shall be equal
to the gross income derived from such activities multiplied by the rate of
thirty—-three one~hundredths of one percent.

(12) Upon every person engaging within this state in the business of
stevedoring and associated activities pertinent to the movement of goods and
commodities in waterborne interstate or foreign commerce; as to such per-
sons the amount of tax with respect to such business shall be cqual to the
gross procceds derived from such activities multiplied by the rate of thirty—
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threc onc hundredths of one percent. Persons subject to taxation under this
subsection shall be exempt [rom payment of taxes imposed by chapter 82.16
RCW for that portion of their business subject to taxation under this sub-
scction. Stevedoring and associated activities pertinent to the conduct of
goods and commoditics in waterborne interstate or forcign commerce are
defined as all activitics of a labor, service or transportation nature whereby
cargo may be loaded or unloaded to or from vessels or barges, passing over,
onto or under a wharf, pier, or similar structure; cargo may be moved to a
warchouse or similar holding or storage yard or areca to await further
movement in import or export or may move to a consolidation freight sta-
tion and be stuffed, unstuffed, containerized, separated or otherwise segre-
gated or aggregated for delivery or loaded on any mode of transportation
for delivery to its consignee. Specific activitics included in this definition
arc: wharfage, handling, loading, unloading, moving of cargo to a conve-
nient place of delivery to the consignee or a convenient place for further
movement to export mode; documentation services in connection with the
receipt, delivery, checking, care, custody and control of cargo required in
the transfer of cargo; imported automobile handling prior to delivery to
consignee; terminal stevedoring and incidental vessel services, including but
not limited to plugging and unplugging refrigerator service to containers,
trailers, and other refrigerated cargo receptacles, and securing ship hatch
covers.

(13) Upon cvery person engaging within this state in the business of
disposing of low-level waste, as defined in RCW 43.145.010; as to such
persons the amount of the tax with respect to such business shall be equal to
the gross income of the business, excluding any lees imposed under chapter
43.21F RCW, multiplied by the rate of thirty percent.

If the gross income of the taxpayer is attributable to activities both
within and without this state, the gross income attributable to this state
shall be determined in accordance with the methods of apportionment re-
quired under RCW 82.04.460.

NEW SECTION. Scc. 5. There is added to chapter 82.04 RCW a new
section to read as [ollows:

(1) This chapter shall not apply to any person in respect to gross income
derived from the business of making sales at wholesale or retail il such
person:

(a) Docs not own or lecase real property within this state; and

(b) Does not regularly maintain a stock of tangible personal property in
this state for sale in the ordinary course of business; and

(c) 1Is not a corporation incorporated under the laws of this state; and

(d) Makes sales in this state exclusively to or through a direct seller's
representative.
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(2) For purposes of this section, the term "direct seller's representative”
means a person who buys consumer products on a buy-sell basis or a de-
posit~commission basis for resale, by the buyer or any other person, in the
home or otherwise than in a permanent retail establishment, or who sells, or
solicits the sale of, consumer products in the home or otherwise than in a
permanent retail establishment; and

(a) Substantially all of the remuneration paid to such person, whether or
not paid in cash, for the performance of services described in this subsection
is directly related to sales or other output, including the performance ol
services, rather than the number of hours worked; and

(b) The services performed by the person are performed pursuant to a
written contract between such person and the person for whom the services
are performed and such contract provides that the person will not be treated
as an employee with respect to such purposes for federal tax purposes.

(3) Nothing in this section shall be construed to imply that a person ex-
empt from tax under this section was engaged in a business activity taxable
under this chapter prior to the enactment of this section,
