(3) No reciprocal placements shall be required for up to thirty students
participating in the Georgetown University scholarship program funded by
the United States agency for international development;

STATE BUILDING CODE COUNCIL

AN ACT Relating to the state building code council; amending RCW 19.27.060, 19.27-
.070, 36.21.070, and 36.21.080; adding ncw scctions to chapter 19.27 RCW; and repealing
RCW 36.21.040, 36.21.050, and 36.21.060.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
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Sec. 1. Section 6, chapter 96, Laws of 1974 ex. sess. as last amended
by section 12, chapter 462, Laws of 1987 and RCW 19.27.060 are each
amended to read as follows:

(1) The governing bodies of counties and cities may amend the codes
enumerated in RCW 19.27.031 as they apply within their respective juris-
dictions, but the amendments shall not result in a code that is less than the
minimum performance standards and objectives contained in the state
building code. No amendment to a code enumerated in RCW 19.27.031
that affects single family or multifamily residential buildings shall be effec-
tive unless the amendment is approved by the building code council under
RCW 19.27.074(1)(b). Any county or city amendment to a code enumerat-
ed in RCW 19.27.031 which is approved under RCW 19.27.074(1)(b) shall
continue to be cflective after any action is taken under RCW
19.27.074(1)(a) without necessity of recapproval under RCW
19.27.074(1)(b) unless the amendment is declared null and void by the
council at the time any action is taken under RCW 19.27.074(1)(a) because
such action in any way altered the impact of the amendment.

(2) Except as permitted or provided otherwise under this section, the
state building code shall be applicable to all buildings and structures in-
cluding those owned by the state or by any governmental subdivision or unit
of local government.

(3) The governing body of each county or city may limit the applica-
tion of any portion of the state building code to exclude specified classes or
types of buildings or structures according to use other than single family or
multifamily residential buildings: PROVIDED, That in no event shall fruits
or vegetables of the tree or vine stored in buildings or warchouses constitute
combustible stock for the purposes of application of the uniform fire code.

(4) The provisions of this chapter shall not apply to any building four
or more stories high with a B occupancy as defined by the uniform building
code, 1982 edition, and with a city fire insurance rating of 1, 2, or 3 as de-
fined by a recognized fire rating bureau or organization.

(5) No provision of the uniform fire code concerning roadways shall be
part of the state building code: PROVIDED, That this subsection shall not
limit the authority of a county or city to adopt street, road, or access
standards.

(6) The provisions of the state building code may be preempted by any
city or county to the extent that the code provisions relating to the installa-
tion or use of sprinklers in jail cells conflict with the secure and humane
operation of jails.

(7) (a) Effective one year after the cffective date of this section, the
governing bodies of counties and cities may adopt an ordinance or resolution
to exempt from permit requirements certain construction or alteration of
either group R, division 3, or group M, division 1 occupancics, or both, as
defined in the uniform building code, 1988 edition, for which the total cost
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of fair market value of the construction or alteration does not exceed fifteen
hundred dollars. The permit exemption shall not otherwise exempt the con-
struction or alteration from the substantive standards of the codes enumer-
ated in RCW 19.27.031, as amended and maintained by the state building
code council under RCW 19.27.070.

(b) Prior to the cffective date of this section, the state building code
council shall adopt by rule, guidelines exempting from permit requircments
certain construction and alteration activitics under (a) of this subsection.

Scc. 2. Section 7, chapter 96, Laws of 1974 ex. sess. as last amended
by section 7, chapter 505, Laws of 1987 and RCW 19.27.070 are each
amended to read as follows:

There is hereby established a state building code council to be ap-
pointed by the governor.

(1) The state building code council shall consist of fifteen members,
two of whom shall be county clected legislative body members or clected
executives and two of whom shall be city clected legislative body members
or mayors. One of the members shall be a local government building code
enforcement official and one of the members shall be a local governrment fire
service official. Of the remaining ninc members, one member shall represent
general construction, specializing in commercial and industrial building
construction; onc member shall represent general construction, specializing
in residential and multifamily building construction; one member shall rep-
resent the architectural design profession; one member shall represent the
structural engincering profession; one member shall represent the mechani-
cal engincering profession; one member shall represent the construction
building trades; one member shall represent manufacturers, installers, or
supplicrs of building materials and components; one member shall be a per-
son with a physical disability and shall represent the disability community;
and onc member shall represent the gencral public, At least six of these fif-
tecn members shall reside cast of the crest of the Cascade mountains. The
council shall include ((an—employeeof-theoffice—of-the-insurance~commis-
stoner)): Two members of the house of representatives appointed by the
speaker of the house, one from each caucus; two members of the senate ap-
pointed by the president of the senate, one from cach caucus; and an em-
ployce of the electrical division of the department of labor and industries, as
ex officio, nonvoting members with all other privileges and rights of mem-
bership. Terms of office shall be for three years. The council shall elect a
member to serve as chair of the council for onc-year terms of office. Any
member who is appointed by virtue of being an elected official or holding
public employment shall be removed from the council if he or she ccases
being such an clected official or holding such public employment. Before
making any appointments to the building code council, the governor shall
seck nominations from recognized organizations which represent the entities
or interests listed in this subsection. Members serving on the council on July
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28, 1985, may complete their terms of office. Any vacancy shall be filled by
alternating appointments from governmental and nongovernmental entities
or interests until the council is constituted as required by this subsection.
(2) Members shall not be compensated but shall receive reimbursement
for travel expenses in accordance with RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060.
(3) The department of community development shall provide adminis-
trative and clerical assistance to the building code council.

Scc. 3. Section 36.21.070, chapter 4, Laws of 1963 as amended by
scction |, chapter 134, Laws of 1987 and RCW 36.21.070 are each amend-
cd to read as follows:

Upon receipt of ((such)) a copy of a building permit, the county asses-
sor shall, within twelve months of the date of issue of such permit, proceed
to make a physical appraisal of the building or buildings covered by the
permit,

section 5, chapter 319, Laws of 1987 and RCW 36.21.080 arc cach amend-
cd to read as follows:

The county assessor is authorized to place any propcrly ((under—the
provisionsof REW-36:2+046-through-36-21-0680)) that is increased in value
duce to construction or alteration for which a building permit was issued, or
should have been issued, under chapter 19.27, 19.27A, or 19.28 RCW or
other laws providing for building permits on the assessment rolls for the
purposes of tax levy up to August 31st of each year.

CHAPTER 247
[Substitute House Bill No. 1337]
OVER-THE-COUNTER MEDICATIONS—IMPRINTING

AN ACT Relating 10 imprinting over-the—counter medications; adding a new chapter to
Title 69 RCW; creating a new scction; and prescribing penaltics.

Be it cnacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

NEW SECTION. Scc. 1. The legislature of the state of Washington
finds that:

(1) Accidental and purposeful ingestions of solid medication forms
continue to be the most frequent cause of poisoning in our state;

(2) Modern trcatment is dependent upon knowing the ingredients of
the ingestant;

(3) The imprinting of identifying characteristics on all tablets, cap-
sules, and caplets of prescription medication forms, both trade name pro-
ducts and generic products, has been cxtremely beneficial in our state and
was accomplished at trivial cost to the manufacturers and consumers;

(4) Although over-the—counter medications usually constitute a lower
order of risk to ingestees, treatment after overdose is cqually dependent
upon knowing the ingredicnts involved, but there is no coding index uni-
formly used by this class of medication;

(5) Approximately seventy percent of over—the—counter medications in
solid form alrcady have some typc of an identificr imprinted on their
surfaces;
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
