
AN ACT Relating to student services for students with1
disabilities; amending RCW 28B.10.910 and 28B.10.914; adding new2
sections to chapter 28B.10 RCW; and creating a new section.3

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:4

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  It is the intent of the legislature to5
retain individualized provisions of core services and accommodations6
at different institutions of higher education for students with7
disabilities, while providing services to disabled students faster8
and more efficiently. The elimination of redundancy and streamlining9
of data gathering and sharing among institutions of higher education10
will ensure that students receive the services they need with minimal11
burden to the student.12

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 2.  A new section is added to chapter 28B.1013
RCW to read as follows:14

(1) The institutions of higher education shall each adopt the15
uniform disabilities application created by section 5 of this act.16

(2) The institutions of higher education shall each use the17
uniform disabilities application, adopted pursuant to subsection (1)18
of this section, for determining a student's or transfer student's19
eligibility for core services or other disability-related20
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accommodations at the institution of higher education attended by the1
student. The uniform disabilities application used by the2
institutions of higher education shall each contain the same3
questions and require the same supporting documentation so as to4
ensure systemwide uniformity.5

(3) The institutions of higher education shall each post the6
uniform disabilities application on the service and disabilities web7
page of the institution's web site.8

Sec. 3.  RCW 28B.10.910 and 1994 c 105 s 2 are each amended to9
read as follows:10

(1) Each student with one or more disabilities is entitled to11
receive a core service only if the service is reasonably needed to12
accommodate the student's disabilities. The requesting student shall13
make a reasonable request for core services in a timely manner using14
the uniform disabilities application created by section 5 of this act15
and the institution of higher education or agency providing the16
service shall respond reasonably and in a timely manner.17

(2) Each institution of higher education shall provide its18
students with disabilities who transferred from another in-state19
institution of higher education and previously received a core20
service, with the core services reasonably needed to accommodate the21
student's disabilities, upon notification by the student.22

(3) Students seeking core services following a transfer from a23
different institution of higher education must:24

(a) Notify their new institution of higher education of their25
request; and26

(b) Sign a waiver allowing their previous institution of higher27
education to release and transmit the student's uniform disabilities28
application, and any accompanying documents, to the new institution29
of higher education.30

Sec. 4.  RCW 28B.10.914 and 1994 c 105 s 4 are each amended to31
read as follows:32

(1) Reasonable accommodation for students with disabilities shall33
be provided as appropriate for all aspects of college and university34
life, including but not limited to: Recruitment, the application35
process, enrollment, registration, financial aid, coursework,36
research, academic counseling, housing programs owned or operated by37
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the institution of higher education, and nonacademic programs and1
services.2

(2) Each institution of higher education shall provide its3
students with disabilities who transferred from another in-state4
institution of higher education and previously received an5
accommodation, with reasonable accommodations, upon notification by6
the student.7

(3) Students seeking accommodations following a transfer from a8
different institution of higher education must:9

(a) Notify their new institution of higher education of their10
request; and11

(b) Sign a waiver allowing their previous institution of higher12
education to release and transmit the student's uniform disabilities13
application, and any accompanying documents, to the new institution14
of higher education.15

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 5.  A new section is added to chapter 28B.1016
RCW to read as follows:17

(1) By December 31, 2016, the student achievement council, the18
state board for community and technical colleges, and institutions of19
higher education shall draft and adopt a uniform disabilities20
application for determining a student's eligibility for disability21
services at all institutions of higher education.22

(2) The institutions of higher education shall each adopt the23
uniform disabilities application created in subsection (1) of this24
section before the start of the 2017-18 academic year for use as the25
uniform application for determining a student's eligibility for26
disability services at that institution of higher education.27
