CREATING THE OFFICE OF STATE OIL INSPECTOR.
AN ACT creating the office of State Oil Inspector, providing for
his compensation, and providing for the inspection of petro-

leum and its products, used for illuminating purposes, and
providing a penalty for the violation thereof.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
