PROHIBITING INDECENT PRACTICES.

AN ACT to prohibit indecent practices, drunkenness and boisterous
conduct and fixing a penalty for the violation thereof.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. Any person who shall use in the presence

shall appear upon any public road or street or in any or conduct.

upon any public place or conveyance in any indecent,
drunken or maudlin condition or boisterous manner shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction
thereof shall be punished accordingly.

the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), or so much

thereof as may be necessary, for the maintenance of the

Washington Veterans' Home for the fiscal term beginning
April 1, 1909, and ending March 31, 1911.
