CRIMES IN OPERATING ENGINES AND BOILERS,

AN Acrt relating to crimes in the operation of engines and boilers,
amending Section 2524 of Remington’s Compiled Statutes,
and providing penalty for violation.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:
Secrrox 1. That section 2524 of Remington’s Amends om.
Compiled Statutes be amended to read as follows:  Comp.stat.

Section 2524. Every person who shall operate
or permit to be operated in dangerous proximity to
any brush, grass or other inflammable material, any
spark-emitting engine or boiler which is not equipped
with a modern spark-arrester, in good condition,
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.
