STATE PENITENTIARY.

AN ACT relating to the state penitentiary and repealing certain
acts relating thereto.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That chapter CCLI (251), sections statutes
repealed.

3295 to 3297 of the Code of Washington Territory
of 1881; chapter XXIX (29) of the Laws of 1887/8,
pages 55 to 57; XCI (91) of the Laws of 1887/8,
pages 168 to 171; and act entitled "An Act to amend
section three (3) of an act entitled 'An Act to govern
the officers of the territorial penitentiary and to pro-
vide for their compensation, approved February 2,
1888,' and declaring an emergency", approved
March 26, 1890, Laws of 1889/90, pages 501 to 502;
section 20 of chapter CXLVII (147) of the Laws of
1891, pages 361 to 362; and chapter LXXIV (74) of
the Laws of 1897, pages 201 to 203, (sections 10223,
10224, 10237, 10241 and 10242 of Remington's Com-
piled Statutes; sections 4378, 4379, 4388, 4411 and
4412 of Pierce's Code) are hereby repealed: Pro-
vided, That such repeal shall not affect the validity
of any act done under said acts repealed, or either
of them.

SEC. 2. Nothing contained in chapter 38 of the Chap. 38
Laws of 1905
