VETERANS' CEMETERY AT OLYMPIA.

AN ACT relating to cemetery plots for veterans and making
appropriations theref or.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The director of the Department of Contract for
care of State

Finance, Budget and Business is hereby authorized Vetterans'

and directed to contract with Olympia Lodge No. 1,
F. & A. M., a corporation, for the improvement and
perpetual care of the State Veterans' plot in the
Masonic Cemetery at Olympia; such care to include
the providing of proper curbs and walks, cultivating,
reseeding and fertilizing grounds, repairing and re-
setting the bases and monuments in place on the
ground, levelling grounds, and transporting and
setting headstones for graves of persons hereafter
buried on the plot.

SEC. 2. The said plot shall be available without Ploabl
charge or cost for the burial of persons who have without

served in the army, navy, or marine corps in the
United States, in the Spanish American War, Phil-
ippine Insurrection, or the Chinese Relief Expedi-
tion, or who has served in any said branches of said
service at any time between April 21, 1898 and July
4, 1902.

SEC. 3. There is hereby appropriated from the Appropria-
tion.

general fund of the State of Washington, not other-
wise appropriated, the sum of four thousand dollars
($4,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary
for carrying out the purposes of this act.
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
