STATE UNIVERSITY AND COLLEGE-ACTIVITIES OF
CERTAIN NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS.

AN ACT authorizing the Regents of the University of Washington
and the State College of Washington to permit certain non-
profit corporations to carry on activities upon the property
of said schools under cei lain circumstances.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
