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exceeding seven dollars ($7) in lieu of subsistence
and lodging to elective and appointive officials and
state employees while engaged on official business
away from their designated posts of duty, but with-
in the State of Washington or an adjoining state,
and not exceeding nine dollars ($9) per day while
engaged on official business elsewhere.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:
