TAX EXEMPTIONS—BRIDGES AND THEIR APPROACHES.

AN Acr providing for exemption from taxes of bridges and their
approaches constructed over bodies of water which form
interstate boundaries.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecrioN 1. Any bridge, including its approaches,
over rivers or bodies of water forming interstate
boundaries, which bridge has been constructed or
acquired and is being operated by any foreign state
bordering upon such common interstate boundary,
or which has been constructed or acquired and is
being operated by any county, city or other munici-
pality of such foreign state, shall be exempt from
all property and other taxes in the State of Wash-
ington, if the foreign state exempts from all taxation
any bridge or bridges constructed or acquired and
being operated by the State of Washington or any
county, city or other municipality thereof.
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
