COUNTY ROAD ENGINEER—AUDIT OF BOOKS.

AN Acr relating to accounting and records in the office of the
county road engineer and adding a new section to chap-
ter 36.80 RCW, and making an appropriation.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SeEcTION 1. There is hereby added to chapter
36.80 RCW a new section to read as follows:

The division of municipal corporations shall an-
nually make a cost-audit examination of the books
and records of the county road engineer and make
a written report thereon to the board of county com-
missioners. The expense of such examination shall
be paid out of that portion of the motor vehicle fund
allocated to the several counties and withheld for
use of the director of highways under the terms of
RCW 46.68.120 (1). The state auditor shall certify
the expense of such examination to the department
of highways.

Sec. 2. There is hereby appropriated from the
above fund to the budget of the state auditor the
sum of twenty thousand dollars to defray the ex-
pense of such examination for the next biennium.
