STATE COLLEGES OF EDUCATION.

AN Act relating to state colleges of education; providing for
an increase in number of trustees, amending sections 1
and 2, Title II, subchapter 3, chapter 97, Laws of 1909
(p. 251), and sections 1, 2 and 3, chapter 23, Laws of 1937
and RCW 28.81.010 and 28.81.020.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SeEcTION 1. Sections 1 and 2, Title II, subchapter
3, chapter 97, Laws of 1909 (p. 251), and sections 1,
2 and 3, chapter 23, Laws of 1937 (heretofore di-
vided, combined and codified as RCW 28.81.010 and
28.81.020) are amended to read as set forth in sec-
tions 2 and 3 of this act.

Sec. 2. The state colleges of education shall be
located and designated as follows:

At Bellingham, the Western Washington College
of Education; at Cheney, the Eastern Washington
College of Education; at Ellensburg, the Central
Washington College of Education.

Sec. 3. The government of each of the state col-
leges of education shall be vested in a board of trus-
tees consisting of five members. They shall be ap-
pointed by the governor with the consent of the
senate and shall hold their offices for a term of six
years from the second Monday in March next suc-
ceeding their appointment and until their successors
are appointed and qualified. In case of a vacancy
the governor shall fill the vacancy for the unexpired
term of the trustee whose office has become vacant.
