CAPITOL GROUNDS PARKING FACILITIES.

AN Acrt relating to state government; directing the purchase
of land and construction thereon of parking facilities for
the capitol grounds; and making an appropriation.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SEcTION 1. For use in the construction thereon
of parking facilities in close proximity to the capitol
grounds, the state capitol committee is authorized
to purchase, at a price not in excess of one hundred
thousand dollars, the following real estate situated
in the city of Olympia, Thurston county, state of
Washington, and more particularly described as:
Lots two, three, six, and seven, block eight, P. D.
Moore’s addition to the town of Olympia, according
to the plat thereof recorded in volume 1 of plats,
page 32, records of said county.

Skec. 2. After purchase of the said real estate the
state capitol committee shall construct thereon one-
level parking facilities suitable for as large a number
of automobiles as may reasonably be accommodated
thereon.

Skc. 3. There is appropriated to the state capitol
committee from the general fund—capitol building
construction account for the fiscal biennium ending
June 30, 1959, the sum of one hundred and ten thou-
sand dollars for the purposes of this act.
