CREDIT LIFE INSURANCE.

AN ACT relating to the regulation of credit life insurance; and
amending section 6, chapter 219, Laws of 1961 and RCW
48.34.060.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington.:

Section 1. Section 6, chapter 219, Laws of 1961
and RCW 48.34.060 are each amended to read as
follows:

The initial amount of credit life insurance under
a group policy shall at no time exceed the amount
owed by the debtor which is repayable in install-
ments to the creditor, or twelve thousand five hun-
dred dollars, whichever is less. Nor shall the amount
repayable under the contract of indebtedness extend
over a period in excess of seven years, except that
in case of long term agricultural real estate mort-
gages or agricultural short term crop production
loans, the amount of insurance on the life of the
debtor shall at no time exceed the amount owed by
him to the creditor or twenty-five thousand dollars,
whichever is less.
