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for use in the correcting thereof, to be used in the examination of persons,
as this code may direct, and prescribe rules and regulations for conducting
any such examinations.

(((8)) (9) Continuously reevaluate courses and adopt and enforce
regulations within the common schools so as to meet the educational needs
of students and articulate with the institutions of higher education and unify
the work of the public school system.

(((9-)) (10) Carry out board powers and duties relating to the organi-
zation and reorganization of school districts under chapter 28A.57 RCW.

(((--0")) (11) By rule or regulation promulgated upon the advice of the
director of community development, through the director of fire protection,
provide for instruction of pupils in the public and private schools carrying
out a K through 12 program, or any part thereof, so that in case of sudden
emergency they shall be able to leave their particular school building in the
shortest possible time or take such other steps as the particular emergency
demands, and without confusion or panic; such rules -nd regulations shall
be published and distributed to certificated personnel throughout the state
whose duties shall include a familiarization therewith as well as the means
of implementation thereof at their particular school.

(((+"-)) (12) Hear and decide appeals as otherwise provided by law.
The state board of education is given the authority to promulgate in-

formation and rules dealing with the prevention of child abuse for purposes
of curriculum use in the common schools.

HIGHER EDUCATION COORDINATING BOARD-ON-GOING DISCUSSIONS
WITH WESTERN STATES CONCERNING INTERSTATE RECOGNITION OF

TEACHERS, ADMINISTRATORS, AND STAFF CERTIFICATION

AN ACT Relating to higher education programs leading to the certification of teachers;
and adding new sections to chapter 28B.80 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The higher education coordinating

board, jointly with the state board of education and the superintendent of
public instruction, shall establish formal contact with education officials in
Oregon, and other member states of the western interstate commission on
higher education, as necessary, for the purpose of entering into ongoing dis-
cussions relating to:
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(a) Accreditation standards for programs leading to certification of
teachers, administrators, and educational staff associates;

(b) Program requirements for the preparation of teachers, administra-
tors, and educational staff associates; and

(c) Definitions of educational staff associates.
(2) The purpose of such discussions shall be to encourage agreements

between Washington and Oregon, and Washington and other western re-
gional states, to facilitate interstate recognition of certification programs,
standards, and requirements and thus encourage and accommodate inter-
state student teaching opportunities and reduce barriers for persons receiv-
ing certification in one state from being immediately eligible for
employment in another state.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. In order to comply with the purposes of sec-
tion 1 of this act, the higher education coordinating board is encouraged to
enlist the support and services of the western interstate commission on
higher education.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. Sections 1 and 2 of this act are each added
to chapter 28B.80 RCW.

This chapter shall not prevent a medicare-approved dialysis center or
facility operating a medicare-approved home dialysis program from selling,
delivering, possessing, or dispensing directly to its dialysis patients, in case
or full shelf lots, if prescribed by a physician licensed under chapter 18.57
or 18.71 RCW, those legend drugs determined by the board pursuant to
rule.

RCW to read as follows:

This chapter shall not prevent a medicare-approved dialysis center or
facility operating a medicare-approved home dialysis program from selling,
delivering, possessing, or dispensing directly to its dialysis patients, in case
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
