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Washington state patrol for costs incurred from inspection of low—level ra-
dioactive waste shipments entering this state. Disburscments for ((thesc
purposes-to-other—state-agenctes)) this purpose shall be by authorization of
the secretary of the department of social and health services or the sec-
retary's designee.

The agency may adopt such rules as are nccessary to carry out its re-
sponsibilities under this section.

AN ACT Relating to utilities and transportation commission reporting requirecments; and
amending RCW 80.04.080, 81.04.080, and §0.04.320.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Scc. 1. Scction 80.04.080, chapter 14, Laws of 1961 and RCW 80.04-
.080 are cach amended to read as follows:

Every public service company shall annually furnish to the commission
a report in such form as the commission may require, and shall specifically
answer all questions propounded to it by the commission, upon or concern-
ing which the commission may need information. Such annual reports shall
show in detail the amount of capital stock issued, the amounts paid therefor
and the manner of payment for same, the dividends paid, the surplus fund,
if any, and the number of stockholders, the funded and floating debts and
the interest paid thereon, the cost and value of the company's property,
franchises and cquipment, the number of employces and the salaries paid
cach class, the accidents to ecmployees and other persons and the cost there-
of, the amounts expended for improvements cach year, how expended and
the character of such improvements, the carnings or receipts from cach
franchisc or business and from all sources, the proportion thercof carned
from business moving wholly within the state and the proportion carned
from interstate business, the operating and other expenses and the propor-
tion of such expense incurred in transacting business wholly within the
state, and proportion incurred in transacting interstate business, such divi-
sion to be shown according to such rules of division as the commission may
prescribe, the balances of profit and loss, and a complete exhibit of the fi-
nancial operations of the company cach year, including an annual balance
sheet.

Scc. 3. Scction 80.04.320, chapter 14, Laws ol 1961 and RCW 80.04-
.320 are each amended to read as follows:

The commission may prescribe the necessary rules ((and-regutattons))
to place RCW 80.04.300 through 80.04.330 in operation. It may, by ((gen=
erat-order)) rule, establish criteria to exempt companies in whole or in part

from the operation thereof ((companies-whosegrossoperating-revenues-are
fess-thantwenty=five-thousand-doltarsa—year)). The commission may upon

request of any company withhold from publication during such time as the
commission may deem advisable any portion of any original or supplemen-
tary budget relating to proposed capital expenditures.
