record on the floor) from opposite house, except House fiscal committees and Senate Ways 
& Means and Transportation committees. 

February 29, 2016 Last day to read in opposite house committee reports (pass bills out of committee and read 
them into the record on the floor) from House fiscal committees and Senate Ways & Means 
and Transportation committees. 

March 4, 2016* Last day to consider (pass) opposite house bills (5 p.m.) (except initiatives and alternatives to 
initiatives, budgets and matters necessary to implement budgets, differences between the 
houses, and matters incident to the interim and closing of the session).
