The appropriations in this section are subject to the following24
conditions and limitations:25

(1) Funding provided in the judicial information systems account26
appropriation shall be used for the operations and maintenance of technology27
systems that improve services provided by the supreme court, the court of28
appeals, the office of public defense, and the administrator for the courts.29

(2) No moneys appropriated in this section may be expended by the30
administrator for the courts for payments in excess of fifty percent of the31
employer contribution on behalf of superior court judges for insurance and32
health care plans and federal social security and medicare and medical aid33
benefits.  Consistent with Article IV, section 13 of the state Constitution34
and 1996 Attorney General's Opinion No. 2, it is the intent of the35
legislature that the costs of these employer contributions shall be shared36
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equally between the state and county or counties in which the judges serve.1
The administrator for the courts shall continue to implement procedures for2
the collection and disbursement of these employer contributions.3

(3) $223,000 of the public safety and education account appropriation4
is provided solely for the gender and justice commission.5

(4) $308,000 of the public safety and education account appropriation6
is provided solely for the minority and justice commission.7

(5) $278,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year8
2000, $285,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year9
2001, and $263,000 of the public safety and education account appropriation10
are provided solely for the workload associated with tax warrants and other11
state cases filed in Thurston county.12

(6) $200,000 of the public safety and education account appropriation13
is provided solely for a unified family court pilot program.  Of this14
amount, $150,000 is provided for the costs of establishing the program and15
$50,000 is provided for costs associated with evaluating the efficacy of the16
program.  The pilot program grant is limited to the 1999-01 biennium.  After17
this time, it is assumed that funding for continuation of the unified family18
court or expansion to other counties would be provided by local19
jurisdictions based on the results of the evaluation of the program.20

(7) $130,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year21
2000 and $130,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year22
2001 are provided solely for the new judicial positions authorized by23
Engrossed Senate Bill No. 5036 (superior court judges).24

(8) $132,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year25
2000 and $136,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year26
2001 are provided solely for the state's portion of increased costs in the27
superior court mandatory arbitration program.28

(9) $750,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year29
2001 is provided solely to increase the number of children served by court-30
appointed special advocates in dependency matters.  The office of the31
administrator for the courts, after consulting with the Washington32
association of juvenile court administrators and the Washington association33
of court-appointed special advocate/guardian ad litem programs, shall34
distribute the funds to volunteer court-appointed special advocate/guardian35
ad litem programs.  The distribution of funding shall be based on the number36
of children who need volunteer court-appointed special advocate37
representation and shall be equally accessible to all volunteer court-38
appointed special advocate/guardian ad litem programs.  The administrator39
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for the courts shall not retain more than six percent of total funding to1
cover administrative or any other agency costs.2

(10) $30,000 of the public safety and education account--state3

(1) $558,000 of the public safety and education account appropriation19
is provided solely to increase the reimbursement for private attorneys20
providing constitutionally mandated indigent defense in nondeath penalty21
cases.22

(2) $51,000 of the public safety and education account appropriation is23
provided solely for the implementation of House Bill No. 1599 (court24
funding).

(b) The pilot program shall be established in one eastern and one14
western Washington juvenile court.15

(c) The director shall contract for an independent evaluation of the16
pilot program benefits and costs.  An interim evaluation shall be submitted17
to the governor and fiscal committees of the legislature no later than18
January 1, 2001.  A final evaluation shall be submitted to the governor and19
the fiscal committees of the legislature no later than ninety days following20
the close of the 1999-01 fiscal biennium.21

(1) $2,355,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year23
2000 is provided solely to reimburse counties for the state's share of24
primary and general election costs and the costs of conducting mandatory25
recounts on state measures.26

(2) $3,780,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year27
2000 ((is)) and $1,621,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for28
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely to reimburse counties for the state's29
share of presidential preference primary election costs.

(1) $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year13
2000 is provided solely to evaluate and promote the use by state and local14
agencies of the training facilities at the Hanford reservation.15

(2) Funding in this section provides for a feasibility study to collect16
Washington enrollment data on distance learning programs sponsored by in-17
state and out-of-state private institutions in cooperation with the higher18
education coordinating board and the state board for community and technical19
colleges.

(a) The guidelines shall, at a minimum, include:  (i) Accounting31
methods, systems, measures, and principles to be used by agencies and32
contractors; (ii) precontract procedures for selecting potential contractors33
based on their qualifications and ability to perform; (iii) incorporation34
of performance measures and measurable benchmarks in contracts, and the use35
of performance audits; (iv) uniform contract terms to ensure contract36
performance and compliance with state and federal standards; (v) proper37
payment and reimbursement methods to ensure that the state receives full38
value for taxpayer moneys, including cost settlements and cost allowance;39
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(vi) post-contract procedures, including methods for recovering improperly1
spent or overspent moneys for disallowance and adjustment; (vii) adequate2
contract remedies and sanctions to ensure compliance; (viii) monitoring,3
fund tracking, risk assessment, and auditing procedures and requirements;4
(ix) financial reporting, record retention, and record access procedures and5
requirements; (x) procedures and criteria for terminating contracts for6
cause or otherwise; and (xi) other subjects related to effective and7
efficient contract management.8

(b) The office of financial management shall provide a training course9
for agency personnel responsible for executing and managing personal service10
contracts and client service contracts.  The course must contain training11
on effective and efficient contract management under the guidelines12
established under this subsection.13

(c) The office of financial management shall conduct risk-based audits14
of the contracting practices associated with individual personal service and15
client service contracts from multiple state agencies to ensure compliance16
with the guidelines established in this subsection.  The office of financial17
management shall forward the results of the audits conducted under this18
subsection to the governor, the appropriate standing committees of the19
legislature, and the joint legislative audit and review committee.20

(iii) Develop proposals to support these providers' medical practices.17
The agencies must determine what constitutes a relatively high percentage18
of low-income clients for individual primary care providers who contract for19
medical assistance administration programs, including healthy options, and20
the basic health plan, and recommend whether and at what point this21
disproportionately high percentage should result in additional compensation22
to the primary care provider. The agencies shall recommend a method to23
calculate a payment adjustment designed to help support medical practices,24
according to the study's findings.25
