INSURANCE BROKERAGE.

AN ACT relating to insurance and amending section 6059-100 of
Rem. & Bal. Code.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
Amends SECTION 1. That section 6059-100 of Rem. & Bal.
Rem.-Bal.5 6059-100. Code be amended to read as follows:

Sec. 6059-100. Brokerage-License Required--Agents
May Exchange Business.

Any person or party who solicits fire, marine, casualty,
Broker's liability, or surety business to be placed in an insurance
license.

Dividing duly licensed bona fide recording agents from exchanging
commissions.
