POLLUTION OF WATERS.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. It shall be unlawful to cast or pass or to

Penalty. SEC. 2. Any person who shall violate any provision of

this act shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

Emergency. SEC. 3. This act is necessary for the immediate preser-

vation of the public health and shall take effect April 1,
1915.
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
