SEPARATE TRIALS OF DEFENDANTS JOINTLY
CHARGED.

AN ACT relating to separate trials of defendants jointly charged
with commission of a crime amending section 2161 of Rem-
ington & Ballinger's Annotated Codes and Statutes of Wash-
ington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 2161 of Rem. and Bal.
Code be amended to read as follows:

Section 2161. When two or more defendants are
