REGULATION OF BAKERIES.

AN ACT relating to and regulating bakeries, and amending sec-
tion 5482 of Remington & Ballinger's Annotated Codes and
Statutes of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 5482 of Rem. & Bal.
Code be amended to read as follows:

Section 5482. All buildings or rooms occupied

tion, or plumbed in a manner conducive to the proper

healthful and sanitary condition thereof, and con-
structed with air shafts and windows or ventilating
pipes sufficient to insure ventilation as the commis-
sioner of agriculture shall direct and no cellar or

Use of base- basement not used as a bakery on the thirtieth day
eit dro- of January 1919 shall thereafter be used and oc-

cupied as a bakery and a cellar or basement there-
tofore occupied as a bakery shall, when once closed,
not be reopened for use as a bakery.
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
