LIEU APPROPRIATION FOR DEPARTMENT OF FISHERIES.

AN ACT making an appropriation for the department of fisheries.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. In lieu of the unexpended balance of
Fisheries the appropriation for the department of fisheries
fund aP-
proprianon made by chapter 199 of the Laws of 1919, there is
$24,042.98. hereby appropriated for the biennium ending March

31, 1921, from the fisheries fund, for the department
of fisheries: Salary of fish commissioner, of inspec-
tors and employees, traveling expenses of commis-
sioner, inspectors and employees, rent and inci-
dentals, construction, repairs and maintenance of
salmon hatcheries, construction of new hatcheries,
patrol service, improvements, replacements, destruc-
tion of seals, printing and for the other necessary
expenses of the office of the fish commissioner, the
sum of twenty-four thousand forty-two dollars and
ninety-eight cents, or so much thereof as may be
necessary..

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
Emergency. preservation' of public peace, health and safety and

the support of the state government and its existing
public institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
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
