PHYSICAL EDUCATION.

AN ACT relating to physical education and amending Section 4683
of Remington's Compiled Statutes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
. Washington:

Amends Rem. SECTION 1. That Section 4683 of Remington's
Comp. Stat.

Pierce's Code Compiled Statutes be amended to read as follows:
§ 43d Section 4683. All high schools of the state may,
Course. and all state normal schools, the University of Wash-

ington and the State College of Washington, shall,
each of them, emphasize the work of physical educa-
tion, and shall carry into effect all such courses .pro-
vided by the state board of education; said courses
to provide for a minimum of ninety (90) minutes in
each school week: Provided, That individual stu-
dents may be excused on account of physical dis-
ability or religious belief, or'because of participation
in directed athletics or military science and tactics.
Provided, further, That individual high school stu-
dents shall be excused upon' the written request of
parents or guardians.
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
