SCHOOL FUNDS.

An Act relating to the apportionment of the state current school
fund and amending section 4871 of Remington's Compiled
Statutes of Washington. *

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 4871 of Remington's ds Rn.
