FISHERIES BOARD.

AN Act abolishing the fisheries board and providing that the
duties heretofore performed by the fisheries board shall be
performed by the director of fisheries and game, and declar-
ing that this act shall take effect April 1, 1929.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. The director of fisheries and game
shall have the power, and it shall be his duty, to
exercise all the powers and perform all the duties
now vested in and required to be performed by the
fisheries board.

Src. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and its existing
public institutions and shall take effect April 1, 1929.
