CHAPTER 1.

LEGISLATIVE EXPENSES.
AN ACT appropriating the sum of thirty-six thousand dollars

($36,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, for the
actual and necessary expenses of the Extraordinary Session
of the Twenty-eighth Legislature and declaring an enmer-
gency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature df the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That there be and there is hereby
appropriated out of the general fund of the State of Legislative

Washington, the sum of thirty-six thousand dollars P rain

($36,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary,
to be used for the purposb of paying the expenses,
except legislative printing, of the Extraordinary
Session of the Twenty-eighth Legislature of the
State of Washington, convening February 28, 1944.

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the support of Effective

the state government and shall take effect immne- Imdaey

diately.
