APPROPRIATION—WASHINGTON TOLL BRIDGE
AUTHORITY—AUTHORITY REVOLVING FUND.

AN AcT relating to the Washington toll bridge authority; mak-
ing appropriations and reappropriations; and declaring an
emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SeEcTION 1. There is hereby reappropriated from
the motor vehicle fund to the authority revolving
fund the sum of eighty thousand dollars, the same
being the unexpended balance of the appropriation
contained in chapter 259, section 17, Laws of 1951,
for the purpose of establishing the permanent au-
thority revolving fund: Provided, No expenditure
under the authority of this act shall exceed the un-
expended balance of the appropriation contained in
chapter 259, section 17, Laws of 1951, as shown on
the state auditor’s records as of March 31, 1953.

SEc. 2. There is hereby appropriated from the
authority revolving fund to the Washington toll
bridge authority for the biennium ending March 31,
1955, the sum of one hundred twenty-five thousand
dollars to carry out the provisions of chapter 259,
sections 14 and 15, Laws of 1951.

Sec. 3. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
the support of the state government and its existing
public institutions, and shall take effect April 1, 1953.
