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if his delinquency is such as to constitute him a
menace to the health, person, or property of himself
or others, and the minor is not a proper subject for
commitment to a state correctional school, a penal
institution, to a state school for the mentally deficient
as a mentally deficient person, or to a state hospital
as a mentally ill person.

“Minor” means any person under twenty-one
years of age.

- “Department” means department of public insti-
tutions. '
" “Court” means the superior court of the state of
Washington.

“Superintendent” means the superintendent of a
state institution designated for the custody, care and
treatment of sexual psychopaths or psychopathic de-
linquents.

CHAPTER 185.

[S.B.345.1]
PUBLIC SERVICE COMPANIES—REPORTS.

AN Act relating to public service companies and amending
section 4, chapter 125, Laws of 1955 and RCW 81.24.010.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTION 1. Section 4, chapter 125, Laws of 1955
and RCW 81.24.010 are each amended to read as
follows:

Every company subject to regulation by the com-
mission, except auto transportation companies,
steamboat companies, wharfingers or warehouse-
men, motor freight carriers, and storage warehouse-
men shall, on or before the first day of April of each
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year, file with the commission a statement on oath
showing its gross operating revenue from intrastate
operations for the preceding calendar year, or portion
thereof, and pay to the commission a fee equal to
one-tenth of one percent of the first fifty thousand
dollars of gross operating revenue, plus two-tenths
of one percent of any gross operating revenue in ex-
cess of fifty thousand dollars, except railroad com-
panies which shall each pay to the commission a fee
equal to three-tenths of one percent of its intrastate
gross operating revenue: Provided further, That the
fee shall in no case be less than one dollar.

The percentage rates of gross operating revenue
to be paid in any year may be decreased by the com-
mission for any class of companies subject to the
payment of such fees, by general order entered be-
fore March 1st of such year, and for such purpose
such companies shall be classified as follows: Rail-
road, express, sleeping car, and toll bridge companies
shall constitute class two. Every other company sub-
ject to regulation by the commission, for which regu-
latory fees are not otherwise fixed by law shall pay
fees as herein provided and shall constitute addi-
tional classes according to kinds of businesses en-
gaged in.
