LWVESTOCK--GRAND LARCENY.
AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments; and adding a new

section to chapter 249, Laws of 1909 and to chapter 9.54
RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. There is added to chapter 249, Laws
of 1909 and to chapter 9.54 RCW a new section to
read as follows:

Every person who, with intent to deprive or de-
fraud the owner thereof, wilfully takes, leads or
transports away, conceals, withholds, slaughters, or
otherwise appropriates to his own use any horse,
mule, cow, heifer, bull, or steer, or swine, or sheep,
shall be guilty of grand larceny and shall be pun-
ished by imprisonment for not more than fifteen
years, or by fine of not more than one thousand
dollars, or by both such fine or imprisonent.
