NEWSPAPERS FOR STATE HISTORICAL SOCIETY.

AN ACT authorizing counties to procure and bind newspapers for
the Washington State Historical Society.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. The boards of county commissioners of the Counties
authorized to

several counties may, in their discretion, acquire without deliver bound
copies.

in their respective counties and have the same suitably
bound and delivered to the Washington State Historical
Society for preservation. Said society shall provide for
such volumes a place in which they will be readily acces-
sible to the public for examination and for the copying of Use bypublic.
