CRIME OF WRONGFULLY USING ANOTHER'S MOTOR
: VEHICLE.

AN Act providing for the punishment of persons intentionally
taking, riding in or upon, or driving away the automobile o2
motor vehicle of another without the permission of the owner
or person entitled to the possession thereof, and amending
section 1 of chapter 155 of the Laws of 1915.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secriox 1. That section 1 of chapter 155 of the
Laws of 1915 be amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Every person who shall without the
permission of the owner or person entitled to the
possession thereof intentionally take or drive away
any automobile or motor vehicle, whether propelled
by steam, electricity or internal combustion engine,
the property of another, shall be deemed guilty of
a felony, and every person voluntarily riding in or
upon said automobile or motor vehicle with knowl-
edge of the fact that the same was unlawfully taken
shall be equally guilty with the person taking or
driving said automobile or motor vehicle and shall
be deemed guilty of a felony.
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
