SALE OF INTOXICATING LIQUORS.

AN Acrt relating to intoxicating liquors, and repealing certain acts
in relation thereto,

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. That section 2060 of the Code of
Washington Territory of 1881 (section 7349 of
Remington’s Compiled Statutes; section 3196-3 of
Pierce’s 1919 Code); an act entitled ‘“An Act to
prohibit the sale of intoxicating liquors in the several
election precincts of Washington Territory, when-
ever a majority of the legal voters of any such pre-
cinets, at an election to be held for that purpose,
shall vote in favor of the prohibition of the sale of
such liquors in their respective precinets’’, approved
January 25, 1886, Laws of 1885-6, pages 31-38; chap-
ter LXXITI (72) of the Laws of 1887-8, pages 124-126;
chapter 122 of the Laws of 1905, page 236; chapter
194 of the Liaws of 1907, pages 419-420; chapter 81
of the Laws of 1909, pages 153-168; chapter 84 of the
Laws of 1909, pages 182-183 and chapter 91 of the
Laws of 1909, page 189, are hereby repealed.
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
