CHAPTER 136.

LANDS FOR STATE PARK AT INTERNATIONAL
PEACE ARCH.
AN Acrt relating to and authorizing the acquiring of certain lands
for state park purposes, and making an appropriation.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. The state park committee is hereby
authorized to acquire by donation, purchase or con-
demnation, and to improve not to exceed thirty (30)
acres of land adjoining the international boundary
line at the international peace arch at Blaine, for a
state park which shall be known and designated as
the Sam Hill Memorial Park.

Skc. 2. For the purpose of carrying out the pro-
visions of this act, there is hereby appropriated
from the state parks and parkways fund in the state
treasury the sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,-
000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, but

not exceeding the amount in the parks and parkways
fund.
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
