CONVEYANCE OF ESTATE IN FEE SIMPLE.

AN ACT relating to conveyances in fee simple and validating cer-
tain conveyances heretofore executed.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The term "heirs", or other tech-
Word nical words of inheritance, shall not be necessary to
"heirs" and
other words create and convey an estate in fee simple. All con-
unnecessary. veyances heretofore made omitting the word

"heirs", or other technical words of inheritance,
but not limiting the estate conveyed, are hereby
validated as and are declared to be conveyances
of an estate in fee simple.
