TIDE LANDS RESERVED FOR PARKS.

AN ACT reserving from sale or lease certain second class tide
lands for recreational park purposes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Lands SECTION 1. The commissioner of public lands
reserved
for parks. is hereby authorized and directed to reserve from

sale or lease, for recreational park purposes the sec-
ond class tide lands lying in front of lots 2, 3, 4 and
5, section 17, township 13 north, range 10 west,
Willamette Meridian, being lands in the vicinity of
Bay Center, Washington, subject, however, to the
rights, title and interest of the purchasers or holders
of portions of said tide lands heretofore conveyed
by the State of Washington, as oyster lands.

Development SEC. 2. That after the effective date of this act
the Port of Willapa Harbor shall have power to
supervise and develop these lands for recreational
park purposes for the benefit of the public.
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
