EXCHANGE OF LANDS OR TIMBER: KING COUNTY.

AN Act authorizing the exchange of certain state lands or timber
for other lands or timber of equal value.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Skction 1. For the purpose of securing and
preserving certain stands of timber bordering the
Sunset highway in King county for state park pur-
poses, the commissioner of public lands with the
advice and approval of the board of state land com-
missioners, is hereby authorized to exchange any
state lands or state timber for such quantity of
timber land and/or timber of equal value in lots 1,
2, 3 and 4, section 11, township 22 north, range 10,
E. W. M., and all that portion of sections 13, 14 and
15, township 22 north, range 10 E. W. M,, lying
east of the Federation park and north of the south
fork of the Snoqualmie river, and that portion of
section 13, township 22, N. range 10, E. W. M,,
lying between Sunset highway and the south fork of
Snoqualmie river, as may be selected by the state
parks committee for state park purposes and, with
the advice and approval of the attorney general, is
hereby authorized to execute such agreements, writ-
ings, or relinquishments and deeds as are necessary
or proper for the purpose of carrying such ex-
changes into effect, and when such exchanges shall
have been effected, the lands and timber so acquired
in exchange shall be held for the benefit of the same
fund and subject to the same laws relative to dis-
position, application of the proceeds, and otherwise,
as was the particular timber exchanged therefor.
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
