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INDUSTRIAL INSURANCE. WAR PROJECTS INSURANCE
RATING PLAN.

AN Acr relating to industrial insurance, authorizing the Depart-
ment of Labor and Industries to approve or promulgate a
War Projects Insurance Rating Plan providing for insur-
ance with respect to certain projects involved in the prose-
cution of the war, and further to approve or direct modi-
fications of such plan, prescribing the period of effective-
ness thereof and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington.:

SectioN 1. The Department of Labor and In-
dustries may approve or promulgate a War Projects
Insurance Rating Plan, providing for insurance with
respect to cost plus fixed fee projects involved in the
prosecution of the war and engaged in the perform-
ance of work, either directly or indirectly, for the
United States, regardless of whether such plan con-
forms to the requirements specified in the industrial
insurance law of this state whenever the depart-
ment finds that the application of such plan will
effectively aid the prosecution of the war; and the
department may further approve or direct changes
or modifications of such War Projects Insurance
Rating Plan.

Sec. 2. This act shall remain effective during
the continued existence of the emergency proclaimed
by the President of the United States, and thereafter
for such reasonable period as the Department of
Labor and Industries deems necessary.

Sec. 3. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
support of the state government and its existing
public institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
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
