COAL MINING.

AN Acr relating to coal mining; providing for mining inspectors’
examination; repealing all laws in conflict herewith; and
declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectION 1. Any person applying for a license as a
Coal Mining Inspector shall take the examination
for a first class certificate, as prescribed by law, and
if the applicant successfully passes such examination,
he shall be entitled to a Mine Inspector’s certificate
of competency: Provided, He has the other quali-
fications required by law.

Sec. 2. All laws in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed.

SEc. 3. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
the support of the state government and its existing
public institutions and shall take effect immediately.
